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In the second quarter market advance, CGI enjoyed a 13.6% diluted net asset

value per share (NAV) return, with dividends reinvested, outpacing the 10.6%

result for the benchmark S&P/TSX Composite Total Return Index. The six-

month gains for CGI and the Index were 10.3% and 6.7%, respectively. 

Our bottom-up investment choices continue to produce favourable results.

It has been our preferred type of market recently, reminiscent of the mid-

nineties when smaller companies with bright themes and clever managers

helped us to elevate performance. The ascent in the market has been aided by

technology and transportation related recoveries, other turnaround opportu-

nities and the strength of many companies across the market. Also, in this

time of low interest rates we are benefiting from good income related gains.

Our second quarter outperformance was powerfully reflected in the price 

of our common shares. We beat the market significantly with a 19.6% 

market return, with dividends reinvested, bringing the year-to-date advance

to 14.5%. Share performance, and liquidity, ahead should be aided by the

recent elimination of an oversupply situation, as the sale of a large block of

shares of CGI, equivalent to approximately 14% of the share float, theoreti-

cally relieved selling pressure on the stock.

Portfolio

Under the bottom-up stock selective approach of CGI’s manager, Morgan

Meighen & Associates Limited (MMA), the portfolio presently holds about

105 companies and trusts of which roughly half tend to be long-term 

investments and 80% are large and medium capitalization companies. MMA

invests in many special situations, analyzing the financials, while attaching

much importance to management capabilities. As a closed-end fund, CGI is

opportunistic, often being an early

investor seeking to capture as much

appreciation as possible. We also seek

above average portfolio income and

capital gains and have periodically 

paid out above average dividends when

conditions permit.

At June 30, the top ten holdings 

represented only 19.3% of the portfolio,

signifying greater diversification than

usual. Moving into the top ten since

March 31 were Rogers Wireless

NAV and Market Returns* vs. S&P/TSX Composite Total Return Index

For the periods to June 30, 2003
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Canadian General Investments, Limited (CGI) continued

to outperform the benchmark S&P/TSX Composite Total

Return Index (S&P/TSX) for both the second quarter and

six months to June 30, 2003. CGI’s total returns, expressed

as diluted net asset value per share (NAV) with dividends

reinvested, for the three and six months ended June 30,

2003 were 13.6% and 10.3%, respectively, compared with

the 10.6% and 6.7% returns posted by the benchmark

index. CGI’s compound average annual returns have also

outpaced those of the S&P/TSX for the one, three, five

and ten year periods to June 30, 2003.

As at the end of the first quarter, the largest weightings in

CGI’s portfolio at June 30, 2003 were Financials (19.5%)

and Materials (15.0%), while Consumer Discretionary

(13.4%) became the third largest weighting in the portfolio.

Throughout 2003, CGI has maintained its overweight posi-

tions, vis-à-vis the S&P/TSX, in Consumer Discretionary

and Consumer Staples and its significantly underweight

position in Financials. CGI’s sector weightings can differ

from those of the S&P/TSX as a result of the Manager’s

bottom-up investment style and outperformance objectives.

Strong performance from a broad range of stocks continues

to be the main contributing factor to CGI’s portfolio out-

performance of the S&P/TSX.

Financial Review

CGI’s net assets were $302,215,000 at June 30, 2003, 

up 14.2% from $264,729,000 at March 31, 2003, 

and 10.1% from the December 31, 2002 value of

$274,519,000. NAVs at June 30, 2003, March 31, 2003

and December 31, 2002 were $13.47, $11.91 and

$12.33, respectively.

At June 30, 2003, there was an unrealized gain on invest-

ments of $47,602,000, reflecting an increase in unrealized

appreciation of investments of $31,766,000 during the 

second quarter and $29,484,000 on a year-to-date basis.

By comparison, there was a decrease in unrealized 

appreciation of investments of $1,239,000 during the first

six months of 2002.

Net realized gain on investments for the second quarter 

of 2003 was $6,913,000, resulting in a net realized gain 

of $619,000 for the six-month period. During the quarter,

significant gains were realized on sales of Suncor Energy

Inc., TELUS Corporation and DuPont Canada Inc. 

Pre-tax gains on these three securities totaled approximately

$4.5 million.

For the six months, CGI had net investment income 

of $384,000, compared to $150,000 for the same period 

of 2002.
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Total investment income of $3,749,000 for the six

months ended June 30, 2003, represented a 6.6% 

increase over the same period of 2002, as the Corporation

continued its focus on income generating securities, 

particularly unit trusts. At June 30, 2003, 8.1% of CGI’s

portfolio was comprised of unit trusts having cash yields

ranging from 5% to 12%.

For the six-month period, total expenses were 2.6% lower

than the comparable period of 2002. The major expense

items are management fees, which posted a decline of

10.7% on a year-to-date basis over 2002, and dividends

on the 5.4% cumulative, redeemable preference shares.

The management fee is calculated quarterly in arrears at

1% per annum of the market value of CGI’s portfolio

assets. The issue costs associated with the October 1998

preference share issue (maturing in October 2008),

expensed at $83,000 per quarter, will be fully amortized

by the end of the third quarter of 2003, the date at which

the shares become redeemable for cash, subject to certain

conditions.

During the first half of both 2003 and 2002, CGI paid

two regular income dividends of $0.06 per share to its

common shareholders.

Warrants

In April 2003, the TSX approved another one-year 

renewal of CGI’s Normal Course Issuer Bid for issued and

outstanding warrants of the Corporation for the period

April 23, 2003 to April 22, 2004. Purchase and cancella-

tion of the warrants increases the diluted net asset value per

share. During the first six months of 2003, CGI purchased

116,600 warrants at an aggregate cost of $401,000. By 

comparison, CGI purchased 140,900 warrants at an 

aggregate cost of $652,000 in the same period of 2002.

On June 30, 2003, 10,562 warrants were exercised at

$6.30 per share for aggregate proceeds of $67,000. Since

the first exercise date on June 30, 2000, 40,324 warrants

have been exercised for total proceeds of $298,000.

As a result of the exercise of warrants and warrant buy-

backs during the quarter, CGI had 3,670,464 warrants

outstanding at June 30, 2003.

Discount

CGI’s market price per share closed the quarter at $9.54, 

up 12.9% from the end of 2002. The difference between

the share price and a higher NAV is referred to as the 

“discount”. The discount to NAV ranged from 28.5% to

33.3% during the six-month period, closing at 29.2%,

down from the 31.5% level at year-end 2002.

Outlook

CGI’s portfolio will stay well diversified to promote its 

stability and to participate in market improvements and

gains in individual stock situations.
